And when the days of her purification according

to the law of Moses were accomplished, they
brought him to Jerusalem, to present him to the

Lord;
(As It Is written in the law of the Lord, Every male

that opens the womb shall be called holy to the
Lord;) And to offer a sacrifice according to that
which is said in the law of the Lord, A pair of
turtledoves, or two young pigeons.

And, behold, there was a man in Jerusalem,
whose name was Simeon; and the same man
was just and devout, waiting for the consolation
of Israel: and the Holy Ghost was upon him.

Speak to the children of Israel, saying, If a
woman have conceived seed, and born a man
child: then she shall be unclean seven days;
according to the days of the separation for her
iInfirmity shall she be unclean. 3 And in the eighth
day the flesh of his foreskin shall be circumcised.



THE TRUTH ABOUT CHRISTMAS

And she shall then continue in the blood of
her purifying three and thirty days; she shall
touch no hallowed thing, nor come into the
sanctuary, until the days of her purifying be
fulfilled. 5 But If she bear a maid child, then
she shall be unclean two weeks, as In her
separation: and she shall continue in the blood
of her purifying threescore and six days.



So, for a boy - its 7 days unclean

and then she would continue in the
blood of her purifying for another 33
days

7 + 33 =40 days

On the 8th day during that time (for a
boy) the circumcision took place



THE TRUTH ABOUT CHRISTMAS

Lev 12.

And when the days of her purifying are fulfilled,
for a son, or for a daughter, she shall bring a
lamb of the first year for a burnt offering, and a
young pigeon, or a turtledove, for a sin offering,
to the door of the tabernacle of the congregation,
to the priest: 7/ Who shall offer it before the
LORD, and make an atonement for her; and she
shall be cleansed from the issue of her blood.
This is the law for her that has born a male or a

female.




THE TRUTH ABOUT CHRISTMAS

And If she Is not able to bring a lamb, then she
shall bring two turtledoves, or two young
pigeons; the one for the burnt offering, and the
other for a sin offering: and the priest shall make
an atonement for her, and she shall be clean.
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And when they had performed all things
according to the law of the Lord, they returned
iInto Galilee, to their own city Nazareth.

5 And they said to him, In Bethlehem of
Judea: for thus it is written by the prophet,
And you Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, are
not the least among the princes of Judah: for
out of you shall come a Governor, that shall
rule my people Israel.

When they had heard the king, they
departed; and, lo, the star, which they saw In
the east, went before them, till it came and
stood over where the young child was.

*No record of only 3 Magi

*No star over the manger, No camels

*It was a special supernatural star

*The star had to have led them to Nazareth



THE TRUTH ABOUT CHRISTMAS

* Virtually all the Christmas crib scenes are
problematical (kings in the stable with all kinds
of animals etc.)

* Many Christmas cards are in error (star over
the stable etc.)

* Even many Christmas carols have wording
that is problematical

* Any cards showing three ‘kings’ on camels are
In error

*Any Nativity scene showing snow is also in
error
